• Ensure recovery strategy is in place for the website. 
• Ensure the website is compliant with UK GDPR principles. 
• Ensure that all necessary steps are taken to protect the website from hacking threats. 
• Act as the main technical contact for the website host (currently Krystalhosting.com). 
• Liaise with the Treasurer to ensure the website hosting and domain renewal fees are paid 

on time.  
• Report website issues and change proposals to committee meetings for discussion and 

approval. 
• Report to the Committee on basic visitor statistics and other relevant information.
